2. For help with young persons particularly playing cricket outside the country 
(5.8) 

3. For the provision of specific courses, named herein, accessed by clubs to 
enhance their coaching and junior provision and help attain Clubmark: (5.1, 
5.2, 5.4, 5.7) 

 First Aid 
 Time to Listen 
 Safeguarding and Protecting Young Children 
 Working in Schools 
 Club for All 
 Equity in Sports Coaching 

4. For the provision of visual aids / films to be used in the training of Umpires 
and Scorers, in particular, juniors (5.5) 

5. For the provision of tutors, coaches and lecturers to deliver and prepare such 
courses (5.3, 5.4) 

6. For the provision of replacement cricket equipment for structured groups and 
those involved in development planning, as advised by relevant Cricket 
Development Managers (5.9) 

7. For the provision of specialist coaching equipment (5.9) 
 
Further criteria must be taken into account when making an application for financial 
assistance: 

a) All awards will be made at the discretion of the Trustees and in 
consultation with appropriate personnel 

b) All or part of the application may be considered with a proportionate 
award made 

c) It is possible to make an application as part of a larger financial project 
within the above parameters (ie County team going abroad) 

d) There are no stipulations on match funding with any awards 
e) There are no specific timescales or deadlines in respect of applications or 

awards made 
f) No awards will be made retrospectively
